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EMCOMM Software for Windows Now 
Available For BETA Testing 

 
The Narrow Band Emergency Messaging Sys-
tem (NBEMS) development team announced 
earlier this week that a Windows NBEMS soft-
ware suite for beta testing is now available. 
NBEMS for Windows is a suite of software 
programs designed for point-to-point, error-free 
emergency messaging up to or over 100 miles 
distant.  
 
According to developers Skip Teller, KH6TY 
and Dave Freese, W1HKJ, the NBEMS system 
is designed primarily for use on VHF and up, or 
on HF with Near Vertical Incidence Skywave 
(NVIS) antennas. The system uses the com-
puter soundcard as the modem. Other than a 
simple interface connection between the com-
puter and transceiver, no additional hardware 
is needed. Composing and sending emergency 
messages on NBEMS is no more difficult than 
sending e-mail via the Internet. All forwarding 
is done by stations manned by live operators 
on both ends who can confirm that a frequency 
is clear locally, or negotiate a frequency 
change to avoid causing interference.  
 
The NBEMS software can also be used for dai-
ly casual communications on PSK31, PSK63, 
RTTY or MFSK16 and is capable of sending 
flawless, high resolution, passport photo-sized 
color images in less than 10 minutes over any 
path that can sustain PSK250 without exces-
sive repeats.  
 
Radio amateurs are invited to participate in the 
beta test of the NBEMS.  The NBEMS suite 
can be downloaded for beta testing from the 
NBEMS Web site <http://w1hkj.com/NBEMS/>.

Ham Radio Call Sign 
Vehicle License Plates 

 
For those that have been following the sudden 
rise of this issue I have good news to report!  
Efforts by hams from across the state to point 
out the DMV the problems with their policy shift 
were able to quickly resolve the issue in a 
manner that benefits us all. 
 
The problem surfaced a month or so ago when 
hams started complaining on email lists and 
QRZ.COM postings that the DMV was sending 
them call sign plates with odd spaces in them.  
My call sign plate for example might look like 
AF6  CD instead of AF6CD. 
 
Discussions with the DMV staff were not com-
forting at first.  They indicated it was a state-
wide policy change driven by law enforcement 
needs to have a space in our call sign plates 
for some reason or new software in the DMV 
computers couldn’t handle plates without 
spaces (it varied depending on who you talked 
to).   
 
A lively discussion of this and other information 
gathered by other hams helped discern that the 
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answers the DMV was providing seemed odd, 
and were not in keeping with other license 
plate types (e.g. personalized plates could be 
ordered without spaces, and none of the law 
enforcement agency employees were aware of 
any benefit spaces provided their agencies).  
Then someone stumbled upon the legislation 
that authorized Amateur Radio license plates 
and noted the code section required the plate 
be issued with the call sign exactly as issued 
by the FCC. 
   
When the DMV was shown the CA code sec-
tion and that the personalized plates were be-
ing issued without odd spaces inserted, they 
reconsidered and sent a memo to all DMV of-
fices clarifying the issue.  Additionally, they are 
allowing hams who were issued plates with the 
spaces incorrectly inserted to have their plates 
replaced, free of charge.  The details on exact-
ly what forms to fill out and such are at this 
DMV web page:

Florida Hams Help Out When NWS 
Goes Dark 

 
On Tuesday, February 12, a tornado touched 
down in Cocoa Beach, Florida.  Unfortunately, 
National Weather Service (NWS) alerts failed 
due to problems with phone circuits. Dennis 
Decker, Warning Coordinator Meteorologist 
with the NWS in Melbourne, said two of their 
four transmission lines went down that after-
noon around 3:30, but were back up five hours 
later. Messages are carried to towers via tele-
phone, he said.  
 
"That's a big issue when the National Oceanic 
and Atmospheric Administration (NOAA) 
weather alerting radio is not working," said 
Brevard County Emergency Management Di-
rector Bob Lay. The county went into backup 
mode, using the volunteer emergency alert 
system. The NWS activated Amateur Radio 
operators to help get the word out about the 
tornado warning. "We have ham operators to 
tell us when they see something," Decker said.  
 
Dan Fisher, AI4GK, of Palm Bay, Florida, said 
he tried to tune into a weather frequency on his 
radio, but said, "I couldn't pick up anything.  
The [station out of] Melbourne has a loud hum 
on it and nothing else."   
 
Fisher and Emergency Coordinator for the Pla-
tinum Coast Amateur Radio Society John Wea-
therly, AB4ET, said the group participated in an 
emergency drill just last week that involved a 
tornado scenario. "We're there when we're 
needed," Weatherly said. "We give the meteor-
ologists a warm and fuzzy feeling of what is 
really happening." 
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Although Tuesday's storms were dwarfed by 
the massive 2005 hurricanes, transmitters 
were rendered useless in both situations. Dave 
Jacobs, Data Acquisitions Property Manager at 
the NWS office in Melbourne, said that when 
problems do occur, it is usually something to 
do with the telephone lines. "It's our Achilles' 
heel," he said. Jacobs oversees the radio sys-
tem for Melbourne, checking its transmitters 
three times daily to ensure they are working. 
 
Weather Service officials in Melbourne know 
the alert announcing the first tornado watch at 
2:25 PM went out across the radio system. At 3 
PM, when another weather alert went out, offi-
cials determined they had a problem with the 
Melbourne and Orlando transmitters. Jacobs 
said he had just listened as the computer sys-
tem read the entire message in the Melbourne 
office, a stage in the alert process that occurs 
before the message reaches phone lines. He 
then received a telephone call from a county 
official saying only half of the second weather 
alert was broadcast.  -- Information provided by

New ARRL Volunteer Examiner 
Manual Now Online 

 
The ninth edition of the ARRL VEC/VE Manual 
<http://www.arrl.org/arrlvec/vemanual/> is now 
online on the ARRL Web site. The manual, the 
most complete source on the Amateur Radio 
Volunteer Examiner Program, has everything 
you need to know in order to be an ARRL Vo-
lunteer Examiner.  
 
"We're really excited about the new Manual," 
said ARRL VEC Manager Maria Somma, 
AB1FM. "We've put a lot of work into it, taking 
suggestions from Volunteer Examiners all over 
the United States. It's very comprehensive, yet 
easy to understand." Somma said the manual 
is full of new and timely information, taking into 
account the licensing rule changes that went 
into effect last year.  
 

"One of the biggest changes to the ninth edi-
tion is the deletion of all the procedures having 
to do with Morse code testing," Somma said. 
As of February 23, 2007, the FCC no longer 
requires those upgrading their license to be 
tested on Morse code. Somma said that more 
than 80 percent of the Manual's content has 
been revised. 
 
The Manual, written to help guide amateurs 
through the VEC program, is also a guide for 
those aspiring to be Volunteer Examiners. "Any 
General, Advanced or Amateur Extra class li-
cense holder is eligible to be a Volunteer Ex-
aminer," Somma said. "It's a simple process to 
become a VE -- just complete the ARRL VE 
application form and pass a 40-question 'open 
book' test and you're set! If you're an active 
ham radio operator, you probably enjoy giving 
back to the Amateur Radio community, be it 
through public service or as a Volunteer Ex-
aminer.  Many hams fondly remember their first 
license examination experience."   
 
Information in the Manual includes how to be-
come an accredited Volunteer Examiner and 
how to participate in the Amateur Radio ex-
amination process, as well as real-life expe-
riences from current Volunteer Examiners. "It's 
really a reference manual with tons of details. 
The real-life experiences in the Manual will 
help current and future Volunteer Examiners 
know how to deal with those pesky situations 
that sometimes pop up," Somma said.
