Malibu Endurance Ride

About five years ago, | was approached by
"Trail Boss" Barb Thomas to assist with com-
munications for this equestrian event in Malibu
Canyon. Over time, I've recruited a changing
"cast" of "radio characters" to assist. MER is
not an official ACS/ARES event, nor officially
CVARC. It takes place in the territory of LA
County's Disaster Communications Service,
Station 22. They have graciously allowed us
the use of their Castro Peak repeater on a
strictly unofficial basis (thanks, DCS-22).

Because MER is a horse ride, it has logistical
challenges very unlike those encountered for
walk-a-thons and similar ACS/ARES events.
The patrticipants take their mounts on either a
25- or 55-mile ride. Timing and pacing are eve-
rything, both for humans and animals. The
winners take home a cash prize and bragging
rights. The organizers provide feed, water and
veterinary services at strategically located
points along the routes. We use tactical call-
signs like "Vet Check 1", "Corral Canyon" and
"Base Camp". Another important callsign is
"Rover", staffed by a ham with a large trailer to
bring back injured or out-of-shape horses (ku-
dos to John, KG6FUN).

Although problems are rare, they do occur.
One big example was when a rider and her
mount fell off a cliff. They were uninjured, but
the horse had to be sedated and lifted off the
mountain by an LA County Fire Dept. helicop-
ter! That was quite a scene, indeed.

CVARC Dayton Report

The annual Dayton HamVention®is said to be
a gathering every Amateur Radio operator
should attend at least once. This year, our
president Greg Lane K7SDW joined the ranks
of Dayton attendees, along with about 22,000
others who made the trip to ham radio’s “Mec-

ca.

“Three Hamigos” enjoy their visit to Hara Arena.

For the uninitiated, Dayton is not just one build-
ing; it's spread through a cluster of conjoined
structures that includes a hockey arena, a
high-ceilinged exhibit hall, a ballroom, and
several other buildings that have been added
over time to what is known as the Hara Arena
complex, which is really in the Dayton suburb
of Trotwood, Ohio. Outdoors, there’s a ham
radio “flea market” which is better known on
the west coast as a “swap meet.” The outdoor
marketplace is huge and you can be pretty
sure if it ever had wires connected to it, it is
likely to be found at the Dayton flea market and
most prices are negotiable. Looking for a col-
lectible or obscure part? This is the place.

Some serious shopping can be done at the Dayton flea market.
Fortunately, this year the weather was cooperative.

Back indoors, the largest booths are occupied
by vendors such as Kenwood, Yaesu, Icom,
Alinco, the ARRL, and the like. Other large
spaces are “candy stores” with retail vendors
like Ham Radio Outlet and many others vying
to make a sale to attendees and the price
competition between dealers often works to the
buyer’'s advantage. Other exhibitors include
accessory purveyors selling antennas, micro-
phones, amplifiers, weather stations, wire,
connectors, batteries, mobile gear, computers,
study guides, and just about anything else as-
sociated with our hobby. But Dayton also has
seminars, forums, exams, discussions, din-
ners, and one other element — you’ll probably
bump into a ham you know and have that in-
person conversation you never expected.

For over 50 years Dayton has been the center
of the ham radio universe. Consider making
your plans to attend the 2009 event now!

K6AER (Grissom) Repeater

Antenna Fund

At the February, 2008 CVARC meeting, the
Board of Directors asked the members to ap-
prove a contribution to help replace the wind-
damaged antenna at the K6AER (Grissom) re-
peater site. The members approved and the
antenna was purchased, installed, and has
been operational for a few months. (CVARC
and VCARS - the Ventura County Amateur
Radio Society — each contributed half of the
cost of a new antenna, a little under $500 from
each organization.)

Following the approval by members, CVARC's
Treasurer, Roy Deschene, KEBUMW, has re-
ceived two contributions to a fund to replenish
the expenditure. These contributions total $50
so about ten percent of the money donated has
been replaced.

Any contributions to the antenna fund are pure-
ly voluntary. Since CVARC has 502(c)3 tax-
exempt status, contributions may be deductible
from your income tax, depending on your par-
ticular filing situation. (As the saying goes,
“Consult your tax advisor.”)

Field Day

Well here it is Field Day! YOOHOO! This year
Field Day occurs on Saturday and Sunday
June 28th and 29th, with setup on Friday June
27th. Much of the planning must be completed
during the May CVARC General Meeting. The
June meeting is only a few days before the
Field Day event.

Again this year we have arranged with the

City to hold Field Day at the Thousand Oaks
Park and Recreation facility (old city hall) at
401 W. Hillcrest Dr., on the hill above the Oaks
Mall.

Set up will begin at noon on Friday June 27th
and continue into the evening. We will take a
break from the set up in the early evening for a
pot luck dinner; see below for what has been
committed to so far. Make sure to see George
KB1PFX at the meeting in June to add to the
list.

Saturday evening dinner will be sponsored by
Bandits BBQ. Everyone that | have spoken to
had the highest regard for their spread. The
cost is $12.50 per person. Please see Roy De-
schene at the June meeting with your funds.
This may be the last opportunity to put your or-
derin.

The Field Day logging software was a big hit
and will be used again this year. The software
belongs to CVARC and is licensed to the club
call sign AA6CV. There is no limit to the num-
ber of users, so each Band Captain can have
his station connected via wireless local network
into the logging software server. The software
requires a laptop computer with an 801.11/G
network interface. | will try to have it demon-
strated at the June meeting.

At the June meeting we need to get the final
picture of how many stations will be up and
running, who the Band Captains will be and
who will be participating. Your attendance at
the June meeting is very important to facilitate
these numbers.
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Band Captains are responsible for setting up a
station. Typically the group has operating 80,
40, 20, 15, 10, 6 and 2 meters running CW,
SSB or Digital. Usually a station operates on a
single band and in a single mode. The band
Captain provides the station radio, antenna,
batteries, laptop computer for logging, table
and chairs. The Band Captain is also respon-
sible for assembling his team to keep his sta-
tion on the air throughout the whole Field Day
event. If you would like to be a Band Captain
but have trouble supplying some equipment
talk to one of the CVARC Board Members and
tell them what you need. You can still be

a Band Captain even if you do not have all of
the equipment.

We need a lot of operators. If you want to be
an operator join the fun and get in touch with
one of the Band Captains and operate for a
couple of hours or so. Come on | know you
want to have fun to.
