Sunspot Cycle 24 Predictions

At the board meeting we got to discussing an
unexpected 10m QSO Greg Lane, K7SD had
with a ham in San Francisco and a particular
sunspot of this past week. Dave Morton, AAGDM
pointed out an article at the Science.Nasa.gov
web site http://tinyurl.com/m450zb where the
NASA scientists are predicting that cycle 24 will
peak in 2013 with the lowest number of sunspots
(90) of any peak since 1928.

They point out that severe geomagnetic storms
are possible under such ‘minimal’ maximums

such as the storm of 1859 that set fire to tele-
graph offices around the world. Such a storm in
our modern technologically dependent world
would be expected to cause more than a trillion
dollars in damages to our electrical and electron-
ic infrastructure.

Such lulls in solar activity are not unheard of.
There was a 70-year ‘sunspot-less’ period in the
1700s known as the Maunder Minimum that still
baffles scientists and at the time caused a mini
ice-age.

For those who follow solar weather (or would like
to), here is an excerpt from the ARRL Newsletter
Vol 28, No 27 (Friday, July 10, 2009), reprinted
with permission:

Tad "If it happens the Sun is shining bright"
Cook, K7RA, this week reports: Finally, some
sunspot activity to report -- and not one of

those phantom spots that appear one day and
vanish the next. Sunspot group 1024 first
emerged a week ago on July 3 with a daily suns-
pot number of 17 and the magnetic signature of a
new Solar Cycle 24 spot.

Over the next few days, it grew more rapidly and
became larger than any sunspot group in the
past two years. Today, July 10, it should pass
over the Sun's western limb and disappear.
Sunspot numbers for July 2-8 were 0, 17, 24, 26,
23, 21 and 18 with a mean of 18.4. The 10.7 cm
flux was 66.5, 67.3, 71, 71.6, 68.9, 71.3 and 70.8
with a mean of 69.6. The estimated planetary A
indices were 3, 5, 3, 6, 4, 5 and 6 with a mean of
4.6. The estimated mid-latitude A indices were 2,
3, 2,4, 3, 3and 3 with a mean of 2.9. For more
